Over 20 great 
projects (and neat shape such as trees. Stitches include peyote,herringbone,  RAW and St. 
Petersburg chain. GREAT book!  *note* I guess I am going to break down and get the little 
cubes!! STAY TUNED!  
  
    Fusion Beading by Rachel Nelson-Smith $24.95. This has 18 projects that are really 
diverse and interesting! This book is bold and inventive with  a mixture of seed bead stitches 
ad wirework. Excellent step by step photos and a  lot of great inspiration! VERY NICE!!!  
  
        Beaded Opulence by Marcia DeCoster, $24.95.  Wow!! I love her projects! This is all 
about Right Angle Weave and has over 20 projects. Really unique and innovative uses for 
this stitch abound. Hardback 128 pages  Excellent!!!!
